Maintenance
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Before Every Use
• Check that all fasteners (nuts, bolts, pins, etc) are in their 

right place and are tight. 
• Inspect and replace any worn, torn or missing safety 

decals.

Every Month
• Inspect all components for signs of damage or fatigue and 

replace as necessary.
• Inspect the plastic wear strips on the Aluminum Quick 

Clean Off Sleeve for damage and replace as necessary.

Every Year
• Inspect the attachment for any loose or worn parts that 

may need to be replaced prior to the next season.
• Visually inspect the wheels for heavy wear and aluminum 

quick clean off sleeve for damage and replace, as 
necessary.

• Clean, sand & repaint any area that looks worn or 
scratched to prevent further rusting. Use an equipment 
paint found at your local hardware store or building center.

• Replace any stickers that have been lost or damaged.
• Store your attachment in a shed or cover with a water-

proof tarp if it is stored outside to protect it from the 
elements. Store in an area not frequented by children.
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
